· Title Slide – Where is your vacation spot? Place your name on this slide. This is where you place your name.

· Table of Contents – List what slides are in your presentation. This is similar to a book’s table of contents.

· Why did you choose this vacation spot? Tell the viewer why you chose to learn more about this country. You can include your picture if you’d like on this page. 

· Map of country – Make sure you have a map of your country of choice. This will help you get around.

· Information on country: Full country name, Area, Population, Capital city, People, Languages, Religions, Government, Prime Minister, GDP,GDP per head, Annual growth, Inflation, Major industries, Major trading partners, Member of EU, Euro zone participant – CUT AND PASTE INFO FROM www.lonelyplanet.com/destinations/
· Points of Interest / Leisure activities: What is there to see in this country? If I didn’t want to sightsee what else can I do? 

· Currency Converter: How many US dollars does it take to get money from your country?

· Pictures from the Country: Be sure to include photos of whatever you speak about.

· Food / Beverage: What is this country known for?

· Transportation: How will you get there? How much will it cost?

· Lodging: Where will you stay? How much will it cost?

· Cost of Vacation: Keep track of how much everything costs. Make a slide showing the prices for the flight, hotel, and tours. Then use your calculator to add everything up. Do not exceed $5,000.00!

· Conclusion: Give a summary of what your c   ountry has to offer.
