TACHS EXAM INFORMATION
June 2010
Dear Parents,

Each year students in the 8th grade are required to take an entrance exam in order to be admitted to a Catholic high school in the Diocese of Brooklyn/Queens and the Archdiocese of New York.  This is known as the TACHS (Test for Admission Into Catholic High Schools) Exam.  The test is designed to measure school aptitude and scholastic achievement in reading, mathematics, and language arts.  It is strongly recommended that all students sit for the exam to keep all options available until a final decision can be reached.  If your child will not be taking the exam, you musts inform me in writing by September 30th.
This year the test will be administered on Saturday, November 13th.  The boys will take the test at Holy Cross High School and the girls at St. Agnes High School.  

Beginning on, Wednesday, September 1st you must register via the Internet at www.tachsinfo.com or via telephone from 8:00AM to 7:00PM Monday-Friday and 10:00AM to 2:00PM Saturday and Sunday at 1-866-61TACHS.  We do not use the paper registration process!!  Once your child has been registered, the school will be informed via email.  Please be sure to register early to ensure that your child will be able to take the test at either Holy Cross or St. Agnes.  Additionally, it is important that you print out your receipt!!
An examination fee of $52 will include registration materials, a student handbook, test materials, and the reporting of scores to the three Catholic high schools of your choice.

The test will be comprised of the following:


Reading
(37 items; 30 minutes)

· Vocabulary  
· Reading Comprehension  (measures factual understanding, inference and interpretation, analysis and generalization)

Mathematics  (35 items; 30 minutes)

· Concepts




· Estimation

· Problem Solving

· Data Interpretation

Language Arts  (59 items; 30 minute test)

· Spelling

· Capitalization

· Punctuation

· Usage and Expression

Test of Non-verbal Ability
· Measures a student’s ability to deal with new material.  It demands strategic thinking and general inductive reasoning skills.  It is measure by figure classification, figure analogies and figure analysis.
